· Demonstrated interest in eliminating racial/ethnic health disparities
· Experience or strong interest in working with diverse, multicultural and multi-lingual patient populations 
· Physicians currently enrolled in the National Health Service Corps or other loan repayment programs are eligible to apply  
	Selection Criteria and Guidelines


· Current employment (less than 6 months) or offer of full time employment in one of the participating health care institutions
· Appropriate training and credentials as outlined above
· Evidence of commitment to eliminate health disparities and willingness to practice medicine within diverse patient populations
· Leadership potential
· Demonstration of cultural and/or linguistic competence
· Commitment to practice medicine in the MetroWest Community Health Care Foundation catchment area.
	Fellowship Participant Expectations


· Promote culturally competent health care within their respective health care institutions

· Share best practices and network with other Dr. Leon Nicks Fellows in regularly scheduled meetings
· Lead institutional and community based activities to reduce barriers to care for diverse patient populations

· Participate in academic activities such as presenting work at research conferences or preparing Minority Health related articles for publication
